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The MRS_T0 array for the d-Au and PP run in FY2003 in made of 7 counters. Six detectors are for a start and trigger and the seventh is for calibration purposes. 

The scintillator is BC418 with a width 5cm, a thickness of 1.0 cm, and a height of 3.0cm.

The scintillator is wrapped with 2 1-mil layers of Al foil. The front and back surfaces have a partial layer of 5 mil black tape.

The UVT light pipes have dimensions 5cm by 1.27cm by 4cm. It is wrapped with Al foil and black tape. The section of light pipe near the PMT glass is wrapped with Teflon tape. The light pipe is glued to the glass of the H2431 PMT assembly with optical cement.

One counter has two tubes with associated  light guides for calibration purposes. It can be placed in front of the others elements or parked off to the left side.

The detector has not been surveyed. It was installed after the survey was complete. However, the stand was pre-surveyed and had index marks for placing the array elements. It is expected to be well centered at beam height and in the beam direction with 3 slats on each side of the I.P. The slats are butted side-by-side with only 4 mils of Al between adjacent slats. The tubes alternate up and down with the rightmost slat (no. 1) being up.

The center of the scintillator is 38.58 cm in from of the center of TPM1 as measured with a tape measure.
